The Curriculum

English
This term pupils will be developing their fiction writing, beginning with the creation of their own Sci-
Fi narrative (inspired by a video called Luna). This is in keeping with our new writing scheme based
on Jane Considine’s The Write Stuff. This means that whilst the children will be learning all of the
same content, some of the ways that English is being taught is going to be different. The focus will
be on ‘sentence stacking’ from plot points with the children expected to write a story at the end of
the unit.
Maths
Within Maths, we will initially be revisiting key Place Value skills including:

To read, write, order and compare numbers to at least 1,000,000.

To determine the value of each digit.

To count forwards or backwards in steps of powers of 10 for any given number up to

1,000,000.

To round any number up to 1,000,000 to the nearest 10, 100, 1,000,

100,000.

To interpret negative numbers in context.

To read Roman numerals to 1000 (M) and recognise years written in Roman numerals.

Within the remaining weeks of Autumn 1, pupils will learn various Addition and Subtraction
methods, allowing them to solve calculations involving numbers with 4-digits and more.

Curriculum Subjects.

This first half term’s topic is Space. Within this topic, we will be exploring lots of awe-inspiring
lessons including:

Celestial objects ,Lunar phases, Different models of the Solar System, The seasons. The pupils will
also experience the Space Dome, which is due to visit in October.

Music - Pupils will be taught by Mrs Bosdet again! This half term in music we will be studying a
piece of music by Jean Sibelius to help develop our listening skills as well as using this piece of music
to create their own variation to perform as a class ensemble.

PE- Pupils will be taught by Mr Williams and Mr Timmins who have a wide breadth of experience
and are passionate about all things sport. This half term the children will be learning skills in
football and netball.

Geography- we are currently looking at volcanoes. The children will be enquiring about how
volcanoes affect the lives of the people who live in Hiermaey, Iceland.

Computing- pupils will continue to develop their skills in coding and also learn about the
importance of Internet Safety.

Art- Pupils will be exploring art installations and immersive art. This will be with the idea that they
plan their own immersive art installation.

PSHE- The children are looking at their rights and responsibilities, goals and dreams and how these
may differ from different countries across the globe.

Educational Enrichment

This term as part of our Space topic, we have arranged for a planetarium dome to be set up in the
hall. This interactive experience will fully immerse the children into the wider universe taking them
on a tour of the milky way and all the celestial bodies that belong there.
