English 

In English, the children will start the term with some fiction writing based on the 

story ‘The Secret of Black Rock’ before moving on to non-fiction writing based on 

the book ‘Light and Dark’. 

 

Maths 

In Maths the children will be applying their knowledge of the times tables to 

complete written multiplication calculations and solve division problems.  They will 

then move on to looking at the properties of length, such as identifying different 

units of measure and converting between cm and mm, and cm and m.  The children 

will then apply this knowledge to find the perimeter of shapes. 

 

Other Curriculum Subjects.  

In Science the children will be learning about light.  This will include looking at 

how the eye works, understanding how light is reflected and investigating 

shadows.  

 

In History the children will be building on their knowledge of the Stone Age and 

learning how life changed in the Bronze Age.  This will include learning about 

monuments which were created during this time and how the beliefs of people 

affected their actions. 

 

In R.E the children will be focusing on Christianity and thinking about the question 

‘Could Jesus heal people? Did he perform miracles or is there some other 

explanation?’ 

 

In Computing they will be learning about email.
